Linda was a special person. She had a zeal for life that flowed from her relationship with her Lord and
Savior, Jesus Christ. Her love for Him shaped her love for serving others. She graduated nursing school
in 1989 with a BSN from Indiana University Southeast. She began her nursing career at King’s
Daughter’s Hospital in Madison, Indiana. She spent over twenty-five years serving patients as an ER
nurse in both Indiana and Orrville, OH. Linda passed away unexpectedly at the age of 63 due to an
unusual injury. She would spend the final fifteen days of her life in the skilled hands of caring nurses
just like her.

Great leaders are great servants. Jesus said, “Whoever wants to become great among you must be your
servant.” Matthew 20:26. Linda served her Lord by giving to others. It did not matter what station of life
she found herself, she lived to serve others: her family, her church, her patients, her co-workers, her
friends, even strangers. Linda would spend the final seven years of her nursing career as the nurse
manager at the Wayne County Pregnancy Care Center in Wooster, OH. It was there she reached out
with love into the lives of expecting moms. Together, with the staff at PCC, many babies were saved
from the horrors of abortion. Six months after her home-going, Linda was posthumously awarded the
Friends for Life award at the 40" anniversary of the Wayne County Pregnancy Care Center banquet.

Linda was a faithful wife to her husband, Brad, for forty years and she was “Momma” to two wonderful
children, Hannah and Matthew (and daughter-in-law, Meagan). These three were one of the greatest
joys of her life. Linda was also the best pastor’s wife and she loved Orrville Baptist Church where they
served together for almost 24 years. Linda’s parents and brother and his family continue to live in
Madison, Indiana. Linda loved life and she thought life was always better with the color purple.
